The CCS Star Scholarship was established by the Board of Trustees
of Cary Chinese School to award students who have demonstrated
commitment and passion for Chinese language study and Chinese
culture. This scholarship was established to assist a talented and
versatile student with one-year tuition at Cary Chinese School.
Preference may be given to a student who has shown an
outstanding record in his/her Chinese study, leadership among
fellow students, and contribution to Cary Chinese School and
community.
Eligibility:
Applicants must meet all following criteria to apply:
Is a full-time student at a local high school, Grades 9 through 12.
Is enrolled in Cary Chinese School's CHL or CSL program
(2024~2025 school year).
Has studied Chinese for at least 4 years.
Has studied Chinese at Cary Chinese School for at least 2 years,
with average score at or above 90.
Has passed Chinese proficiency test HSK Level IV or above. If
you have not taken HSK test, contact your CCS teacher for a
free equivalent test instead.

Awards will depend on the number of eligible applicants, cost
of tuition, available funding and any other special
circumstances.

Each award is equivalent to one year tuition of Chinese
Language class at Cary Chinese School.

The total award amount will be determined at the discretion of
the Board of Trustees.

Application Instructions:

Clearly fill out all fields in the application form.

e Include an application essay in Chinese as supporting

documents. The essay should demonstrated student's merit,
such as commitment and passion for Chinese language study
and Chinese culture, leadership among fellow students, and
contribution to Cary Chinese School and community.

Submit the completed form with documents to your CCS
teacher.

Ask your CCS teacher to write recommendation on a separate
sheet then hand over application documents to the CCS
Principal.
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Call for entries for the 8th Global
Chinese Recitation Competition

CCS will continue to serve as a cooperative unit this year,
undertaking the registration and work collection for the CCS sub-
divisions of this competition. The deadline for registration and
work submission for the CCS division is April 10. The specific
process is as follows:

1. Sign up and submit works: From now until April 10, sign up and fill
in the form truthfully. Sign up as early as possible to avoid missing
the recitation practice activities during the period.

2. Review stage: From the registration deadline to May 16, the
National Association of Chinese Schools will organize professional
teachers to conduct a preliminary review of the works.

4. Preliminary round list: May 18th. The preliminary round results
and the list of qualified players will be announced through the
official platform of the association.

5. Finals: May 19th - June 9th. The organizer will review the final
works.

6. Announcement of the finals: June 10 to July 5. The organizer will
announce the results of the finals, issue certificates, and display
outstanding works.

/. Recitation camp: From July to August, the organizer invites
outstanding contestants and teacher representatives from co-
organizers to go to China to participate in a 12-day recitation
camp (specific schedule to be determined)
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[Contest Rules])
Eligibility:
Chinese teenagers or non-Chinese school students aged 3-18 who
were born or settled abroad.
Group (individual projects only)
« (1) Toddler group: 3-6 years old (born between 2018.8.1 and
2022.7.31);
* (2) Children's group: 7-10 years old (born between 2014.8.1 and
2018.7.31);
* (3) Youth group: 11-15 years old (born between 2009.8.1 and
2014.7.31);
* (4) Youth group: 16-18 years old (born between 2006.8.1 to
2009.7.31).
Except for the infant group, contestants in the other three groups
must have lived overseas for more than 3 consecutive years as of
the start of the competition.

[Requirements for entries]

Selection of works: Contestants can recite Chinese and foreign
literary and artistic works, or self-composed works, and avoid
involving sensitive topics that are likely to cause controversy.
Language requirements: In order to highlight the identity
characteristics of Chinese teenagers, contestants can use a small
amount of the official language of the country where they live in
the recitation (no more than 10% of the total length of the work),

and then recite it in Chinese translation; contestants can partially
use the official language that has a greater impact in China.
Prominent dialects (not exceeding 20% of the total duration of the
work), such as Cantonese, Hokkien, Teochew, Hakka, Fuzhou,
Wenzhou, Qingtian and other southern dialects, and then recite the
dialect content in Mandarin Chinese.

Background music: Contestants decide independently whether to
play background music during the recitation process. If
background music is played, only pure melody music can be used.

Image requirements: The video of the work must be shot from the
end to the end, shot horizontally, in MP4 format. The duration of
the works for the children’s group should be no less than 60

seconds, and the length of the works for the other groups should
be no less than 90 seconds. The final works are named after "work
name + contestant name + participating group’, for example:
Jingyesi Eric Li Li Xiaomiao Children’s Group.

Videos are not allowed to be uploaded twice.
